 On farm the role focuses on:

• Plant health + Pest & Disease management: 

o Using spray equipment to apply foliar nutrients, and organically approved pest control 

substances 

o Distributing materials for our fertility program 

• Logistics:  

o safely wrapping and loading pallets into trucks 

o Checking off orders to invoices 

• Transplanting - as part of a team, using tractor mounted equipment, and by hand 

• Wash & Pack - Working alongside the barn crew, getting product ready to deliver 

Off farm the role involves: 

• Local Delivery driving and supplies collections 

• Markets – driving a large box truck to either Newport or Beaverton Farmers Market 
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Market Drivers are primarily responsible for safely delivering products to the market in good condition, 

while representing GTF in a positive, professional manner and providing great customer service at the 

market.
